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preserving and creating more jobs,” said Mark Knorringa, CEO of the Building Industry Association
Riverside County Chapter.

“Keeping the fees where they are will be a signal to people who are looking for new projects and new
opportunities in La Quinta.”

The council is expected to reconsider possibly increasing residential development impact fees Jan. 1,
2011.

Also, the council approved work to Avenida Bermudas with hopes to reduce speeds and increase
safety.

The road will continue to have four 12-foot-wide lanes — two southbound and two northbound — but
will be restriped to have an 8-foot-wide bicycle lane and an 8-foot-wide parking lane, Jonasson said.

A narrower thoroughfare has proven to slow motorists, he said.

Work on the Avenida Bermudas is expected be done within the next 30 days and cost less than
$10,000.
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
